Primary purpose: The Sanitation & Landfill Operator works under the supervision of the Public Works

the operating agreement. 

Job Summary:    
The sanitation operator will pickup garbage from the residential houses and the community buildings and 
other facilities as scheduled; the operator will ensure all garbage is removed and transported to the 
community garbage site, they will also ensure that the garbage containers or bins have lids and are not 
damaged, must follow safety precautions at all times when removing garbage from the bins, they will also 
maintain the garbage or landfill site such as separate materials and follow landfill specifications policy and 
procedures.  
 
Skills: must operate and maintain a personal vehicle in a safe/secure manner, follow directions from 
supervisor, be polite and professional manners to the community members, and other duties as assigned.
